We need advance help as well as support during the campout to make this year’s program a success. If you’re planning on attending camp or have the opportunity to provide some time before the event, please consider the following:

Trailer Hauler

One adult needed planning to drive to Ponsford that can haul the Troop trailer up and back. Included is the transport of bikes that may need to go. Gas compensation by the troop.

Check-in Manager

One adult needed to arrive prior to the scouts and check the Troop submitting meal forms, camp roster as well as advancement sheets for scouts (all forms will be completed prior to leaving). May involve transport of older scouts to advance the camp site.
Bus Chaperone
Two adults needed to ride up to camp on the bus and ride back. 
Camp Pharma

One adult leader for the entire week/or overlapping days to distribute medication as needed.

Blue Card Manager

One adult needed to manage the signing of the blue cards during camp and to bring those cards back for scoutmaster signature and filing.
Patch Manager

One adult needed on the last day of camp to bring back the 2010 Many Point and segment patches.

Check-out Manager

One adult needed to check out the Troop from Many Point, providing Troop payment check for activities and returning with camp paperwork.
